Abstract
The abstract should be a concise and comprehensive summary of the article, written in a single paragraph without subsections. It must clearly state the purpose of the study, the methodology used, the key findings, and the main conclusions. The abstract should be written in an objective tone, avoiding citations, figures, or tables. It should accurately reflect the content of the paper so that readers can quickly understand the scope and significance of the research.

Keywords: Three to five keywords, listed in alphabetical order and separated by commas. Keywords should represent the core themes, techniques, or technologies discussed in the article and will assist in indexing and searchability.

1- Introduction (Size 12, Font Time New Roman)
The Main Body of the article is the core section where the research is thoroughly presented, analyzed, and discussed. It should be organized in a logical and clearly structured manner, generally divided into three major subsections: Introduction, Materials and Methods, Results and Discussion, and Conclusion. 
The Introduction serves as the foundation of the article and should effectively set the stage for the research. It must begin by providing a clear and concise background on the topic, highlighting its significance in the context of artificial intelligence applications in agriculture, natural resources, or the environment. The introduction should explain the broader problem or challenge being addressed and gradually narrow down to the specific research question or objective of the study.

Authors are expected to review relevant literature to demonstrate the current state of knowledge, identify gaps or unresolved issues, and justify the need for their research. Citations should be used appropriately to acknowledge prior work and provide context.

Toward the end of the introduction, clearly state the objectives or hypotheses of the study. The final paragraph of this section should also briefly outline the structure or organization of the paper (e.g., "The remainder of this paper is organized as follows...").

The length of the introduction typically ranges from three to five paragraphs, depending on the complexity of the topic. It should be written in a scholarly and coherent manner, using formal academic language. Avoid using overly technical details or results in this section, as those belong in the methodology and results sections.

Formatting should follow the article’s overall style: Times New Roman (12 pt) for English, with single line spacing, and standard paragraph indentation. The heading should be left-aligned and labeled as 1. Introduction, without numbering subheadings unless required by the congress template.

2. Materials and Methods (Size 12, Font Time New Roman)

This section should describe, in sufficient detail, how the research was conducted. It must include information about data sources, experimental setups, study areas, algorithms or models used (e.g., AI techniques, machine learning models), software tools, and any preprocessing or analytical methods. The description should be clear enough to allow replication of the study by other researchers. Units, parameters, and any assumptions should be stated explicitly.

3. Results and Discussion (Size 12, Font Time New Roman)
In this combined section, the findings of the study are presented using appropriate figures, tables, and charts, followed by an interpretation of their meaning. Authors should clearly explain how the results relate to the original research objectives or hypotheses and compare their findings with previous studies. It is essential to avoid simply restating data—this section should emphasize analysis, interpretation, and the implications of the results. Use captions and references for all figures and tables, and ensure they are cited in the text.

4. Conclusion (Size 12, Font Time New Roman)
This subsection provides a concise summary of the major findings, their relevance, and their potential applications. It may also highlight the study's limitations and offer recommendations for future research. The conclusion should not introduce new information but rather synthesize and reflect on what has already been discussed.

5. Figures and Tables

All tables should be numbered with Arabic numerals. Headings should be placed above tables, left justified. Only horizontal lines should be used within a table, to distinguish the column headings from the body of the table, and immediately above and below the table. Table 1 is an example which authors may find useful.

All figures should be numbered with Arabic numerals (1,2,...n) separately. All photographs, schemas, graphs and diagrams are to be referred to as figures. Low-quality scans are not acceptable. If two images fit next to each other, these may be placed next to each other to save space, see Figure 1.

Figures and Tables must be embedded into the text. The table (figure) number and caption should be typed above (below) the illustration in 8 pt.

6. Footnotes and equations

Footnotes should be avoided if possible. Necessary footnotes should be typed in size (8 pt), at the foot of the page 

in which they are mentioned, and separated from the main text by a short line. 

Equations and formulae should be typed and numbered consecutively with Arabic numerals in parentheses on the right hand side of the page (if referred to explicitly in the text),

Citation and Referencing Style

All in-text citations and reference entries must follow the APA (American Psychological Association) citation style, 7th edition. Authors should ensure that every source cited in the text appears in the reference list and vice versa. Citations should be accurate, consistent, and complete.

In-Text Citations

Use the author-date system for in-text citations. Examples:

One author: (Smith, 2020)

Two authors: (Ali & Rezaei, 2021)

Three or more authors: (Khan et al., 2022)

Quotation: According to Johnson (2019), "AI applications in agriculture are expanding rapidly" (p. 45).
